 b) Smoke Free Policy at Lake Laurentian Conservation Area 
 

Carl summarized a report that was created by a summer student last year and re-
edited recently. The recommendations of the report would make the Lake Laurentian 
Conservation Area (LLCA) smoke and vape free. The City of Greater Sudbury (CGS) 
made their parks and recreational spaces smoke free last year and this would bring 
the LLCA into alignment with CGS spaces.

c) Labour Action Impacts at Lake Laurentian 
 
During labour action by various unions representing teachers and other educational 
staff school classes visits were cancelled for 3 of the 4 area school boards.

Carl reviewed some of the 
financial impacts as related to labour action. The impact for January and February 
shows a drop in revenues of about 8%.

Many stakeholders 
attended the meeting in person but several joined by teleconference. The snow levels 
are at normal to high normal range; monitoring continues.
